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Healing is very close to God’s heart. We see it as a predominant activity in the ministry of Jesus. Much of His 

time was spent healing the sick.  
 

The Three R’s Of Healing 
 

#1 R___ Remove _____________ – to cause something to no longer exist. 

• Psalm 103:12 (NLT) “He has removed our sins as far from us as the east is from the west.” 

• Matthew 8:17-18 (ISV) “It was He who took our illnesses away and removed our diseases.” 

#2 R_____Recover________ – to regain possession, to get back what was lost or stolen. 

• Luke 4:18 (NKJV) “…to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, …” 

• Mark 16:15-18 (NKJV) “…they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.” 

• 1 Samuel 30:8  “Yes, go after them. You will surely recover everything that was taken from you!” 

#3 R_____Restore______ – to return something back to its original condition… perfection.  

• Jeremiah 30:17 (NKJV) “For I will restore health to you and heal you of your wounds” 

• Matthew 9:27 Two Blind men. They had the choice to accept 

their situation or to believe God.  

• Choose to be angry with what had happened to them or 

choose to believe that sight would be restored. 

• Every day we have choices put before us. We can be 

tempted to get hurt, offended, or depressed. We can 

complain and remain in the same awful condition. Or we can 

praise God and be raised up. 

• They believed that their own eyes would be made to see 

again, not given new eyeballs. 

• Jesus asked, “Do you believe?” YES (great faith) 

• According to YOUR faith you will have exactly what you wanted today. 

• Matthew 9:30 (NIV) “Their sight was restored” – God doesn’t create junk! No need for new eyes, 

He restored the originals.

If you get injured on 

the job, they pay you workman’s compensation. 

d. God is saying, “You’re working for Me now. You got hurt, robbed, troubled so now I’m going to 

give you workman’s compensation.
